One devised EuroQuest , a comprehensive career assessment
resource. EuroQuest has been used internationally since 2001. Upon
the success of  EuroQuest, the American version InterQuest , has
recently been launched.

Following completion of a series of ability and aptitude tests
and an interest questionnaire, students receive a 16 page report.

The results of the tests are:
